REVISED MARCH 2005

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1 INTRODUCTION. This chapter compnsed of excerpts from the California Vehicle
Code (VC) and Title 13, Califormia Code of Regulations (13 CCR), provides general
information related to school buses, school pupil activity buses, youth buses, general
public paratransit vehicles, and farm labor vehicles. Transportation personnel involved
in the operation of these vehicles should be familiar with the matenal contained in this
chapter ‘

2. REGULATION OF SPECIFIED VEHICLES - 34500 VC. The following section is
quoted from the VC:

34500. The department shall regulate the safe operation of the following
vehicles: '

(a) Motortrucks of three or more axles which are more than
10,000 pounds gross vehicle weight rating.

(b) Truck tractors.

(c) Buses, school buses, school pupil activity buses, youth buses, and
general public paratransit vehicles.

(d) Trailers and semitrailers designed or used for the transportation of
more than 10 persons, and the towing motor vehicle.

(e) Trailers and semitrailers, pole or pipe dollies, auxiliary dollies, and
logging dollies used in combination with vehicles listed in subdivision (a), (b),
(c), or (d). This subdivision does not include camp trailers, trailer coaches,
and utility trailers.

(f) Any combmation of a motortruck and any vehicle or vehicles set forth
in subdivision (e) that exceeds 40 feet in length when coupled together

(g) Any truck, or any combination of a truck and any other vehicle,
transporting hazardous matenals.

(h) Manufactured homes which, when moved upon the highway are
required to be moved under a permit as specified in Section 35780 or
35790.

(i) A park trailer as described in subdivision (b) of Section 18010 of the
Health and Safety Code, which, when moved upon a highway s required to
be moved under a permit pursuant to Section 35780.

(i) Any other motortruck not specified in subdivisions (a) to (h), inclusive,
or subdivision (k), that is regulated by the Public Utilities Commussion or the
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Interstate Commerce Commission, but only for matters relating to hours of
service and logbooks of dnvers.

(k) Any commerctal motor vehicle with a gross vehicle weight rating of
26,001 or more pounds or any commercial motor vehicle of any gross
vehicle weight rating towing any vehicle described in subdivision (e) with a
gross vehicle weight rating of more than 10,000 pounds, except
combinations including camp trailers, trailer coaches, or utility trailers. For
purposes of the subdivision, the term “commercial motor vehicle™ has the

same meantng defined in subdivision (b) of Section 15210 VC.
(Ch. 566 Amended Stats 2000.) - ’

3. REGULATIONS PROMOTING SAFE OPERATION OF VEHICLES; ADVISORY
COMMITTEE, INSPECTION OF VEHICLES AND RECORDS 34501 VC. The
following section 1s quoted from the VC:

34501 (a) (1) The department shall adopt reasonable rules and
regulations which, in the judgment of the department, are designed to
promote the safe operation of vehicles described in Section 34500,
regarding, but not limited to, controlled substances and alcohol testing of
dnvers by motor carners, hours of service of dnvers, equipment, fuel
containers, fueling operations, inspection, maintenance, recordkeeping,
accident reports, and drawbndges. The rules and regulations shall not,
however be applicable to school buses, which shall be subject to rules and
regulations adopted pursuant to Section 34501.5.

The rules and regulations shall exempt local law enforcement agencies,
within a single county engaged in the transportation of inmates or prisoners
when those agencies maintain other motor vehicle operations records which
furnish hours of service information on dnvers which are in substantial
compliance with the rules and regulations. This exemption does not apply to
any local law enforcement agency engaged in the transportation of inmates
or prisoners outsjde the county in which the agency is located, if that agency
would otherwise be required, by existing law to maintain dnving logs.

(2) The department may adopt rules and regulations relating to commercial
vehicle safety inspection and out-of-service critena. In adopting the rules and
regulations, the Commissioner may consider the commercial vehicle safety
inspection and out-of-service critena adopted by organizations such as the
Commercial Vehicle Safety Alliance, other intergovernmental safety groups, or the
United States Department of Transportation. The Commisstoner may provide
departmental representatives tq that alliance or other organizations for the purpose
of promoting the continued improvement and refinement of compatible nationwide
commercial vehicle safety inspection and out-of-service critena.

(3) The Commussioner shall appoint a committee of 15 members,

consisting of representatives of industry subject to the regulations to be
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adopted pursuant to this section, to act in an advisory capacity to the
department, and the department shall cooperate and confer with the
advisory committee so appointed. The Commissioner shall appoint a
separate committee to advise the department on rules and regulations
concerning wheelcharr lifts for installation and use on buses, consisting of
persons who use the wheelcharr lifts, representatives of transit districts,
representatives of designers or manufacturers of wheelchairs and

- wheelcharr lifts, and representatives of the Department of Transportation.

(4) The department may inspect any vehicles in maintenance facilities or
terminals, as well as any records relating to the dispatch of vehicles or
dnvers, and the pay of dnvers, to assure compliance with this code and
regulations adopted pursuant to this section.

(b) The department, using the definitions adopted pursuant to
Section 2402.7 shall adopt regulations for the transportation of hazardous
matenals in this state, except the transportation of matenals which are
subject to other provisions of this code, that the department determines are
reasonably necessary to ensure the safety of persons and property using
the highways. The regulations may include provistons governing the filling,
marking, packing, labeling, and assembly of, and containers that may be
used for hazardous matenals shipments, and the manner by which the
shipper attests that the shipments are correctly identified and in proper
conditions for transport.

(c) At least once every 13 months, the department shall inspect every
maintenance facility or terminal of any person who at any time operates any
bus. If the bus operation includes more than 100 buses, the inspection shall
be without prior notice.

(d) The shall adopt and enforce regulations which will make the public
or private users of any bus aware of the operator's last safety rating.

(e) It 1s unlawful and constitutes a misdemeanor for any person to
operate any bus without the inspection specified in subdivision (c) having
been conducted.

(f) The department may adopt regulations restricting or prohibiting the
movement of any vehicle from a maintenance facility or terminal if the
vehicle s found in violation of this code or regulations adopted pursuant to

this section.

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4 DRIVING COMMERCIAL VEHICLES UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF
ALCOHOL, ORDERING VEHICLE OUT OF SERVICE 34501 15 VC. The ‘%
following section is quoted from the VC:

34501 15 (a) The regulations adopted pursuant to Section 34501 shall
require that any dniver of a commercial motor vehicle, as defined in
Section 15210, be ordered out of service for 24 hours if the driver is found to
have 0.01 percent or more, by weight, of alcohol in his or her blcod.

(b) This section shall become operative on January 1 1992, and shall
remain operative until the director determines that federal regulations
adopted pursuant to the Commercial Motor Vehicle Safety Act of 1986

- (49 U.S.C. Sec. 2701 et seq.) contained in that act and Section 391 15 of
Title 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations do not require the state to order
the operator of a commercial vehicle out of service for 24 hours when the
operator has a measurable concentration of alcohol in his or her blood.

(c) The director shall submit a notice of the determination under
subdivision (b) to the Secretary of State, and this section shall be repealed
upon the receipt of that notice.

5. INFORMATION FOR EMPLOYEES 34501 16 VC. The following section I1s quoted
from the VC:

34501 16. (a) Every employer of a commercial driver shall provide ‘%)
information to that employee at the time of hinng and to all employed
commercial dnvers annually concerming all of the following:

(1) The prohibition against dnving a commercial motor vehicle with over
0.04 percent or more, by weight, alcohol in his or her blocod on and after
January 1 1992.

(2) The requirement to be placed out of service for 24 hours if the
person's blood-ajcohol concentration is tested to be 0.01 percent or more,
by weight, on and after January 1 1992.

(b) The Department of Motor Vehicles shall include the information
prescribed in subdivision (a), together with information concerning the
alcohol concentration in a person's blood resulting from consumption of
alcoholic beverages, in each publication of the commercial dniver's
handbook published after January 1 1990.

(c) This section shall remain operative until the director determines that
federal regulations adopted pursuant to the Commercial Motor Vehicle
Safety Act of 1986 (49 U.S.C Sec. 2701 et seq.) do not require the state to
implement the prohibitions and requirements in paragraphs (1) and (2) of
subdivision (a).
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(d) The director shall submit a notice of the determination under
(W subdivision (c) to the Secretary of State, and this section shall be repealed
~ upon the receipt of that notice.

6. VIOLATIONS: MISDEMEANORS 34506 VC. The following section 1s quoted
from the VC:

34506. It is a misdemeanor to fail to comply with any rule or regulation
adopted by the Department of the Califorma Highway Patrol pursuant to
Section 34501 34501.5, 34508, or 34513 regarding any of the following:

(a) Hours of service of dnivers.

(b) Hazardous matenal transportation.

(c) School bus construction, design, color equipment, maintenance, or
operation. .

(d) Youth bus equipment, maintenance, or operation.

(e) Tour bus equipment, maintenance, or operation.

(f) Equipment, maintenance, or operation of any vehicle described in
subdivision (a), (b), (c), (d), (e), (f), or (g) of Section 34500.

(9) Equipment, maintenance, or operation of any school pupil activity

bus.

W 7 VIOLATIONS: INFRACTIONS 34506.3 VC. The following section is quoted from
the VC:

34506.3. Except as otherwise provided in this division, it is an infraction
to fail to comply with any rule or regulation adopted by the department
pursuant to this division.

8. MOTOR CARRIER IDENTIFICATION NUMBER 34507.5 VC. The following
section Is quoted from the VC:
34507.5. (a) Every motor camer as defined in Section 408, and every motor
carnier of property and for-hire motor carrier of property as defined in
Section 34601 shall obtain a camner identification number from the department.
Application for a carner identification number shall be on forms furnished by the
department. Information provided in connection with applications for carrier
identification numbers shall be updated by motor carrers upon request from the
department.
(b) The carner identification number assigned to the motor carmer under whose
operating authority or motor carnier permit the vehicle or combination of vehicles is
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being operated shall be displayed on both stdes of each vehicle, or on both sides of
at least one motor vehicle in each combination of the following vehicles while
engaged in intrastate commerce:

(1) Each vehicle set forth in Section 34500.

(2) Any motortruck of two or more axles that is more than 10,000 pounds gross
vehicle weight rating.

(3) Any other motortruck or motor vehicle used to transport property for
compensation.

(c) A vehicle or combination of vehicles listed in subdivision (b) that 1s operated
under a rental agreement with a term of not more than 30 calendar days shall meet
all of the following requirements: ,

(1) Have displayed on both sides of each vehicle or on both sides of one of the
vehicles in each combination of vehicles the name or trademark of the lessor

(2) Have displayed on both sides of each vehicle or on both sides of one of the
vehicles in each combination of vehicles any of the following numbers issued to the
lessor

(A) The carner identification number issued by the United States Department of
Transportation.

(B) A valid operating authority number

(C) A valid motor camer of property number

(3) (A) Have in the vehicle or combination of vehicles a copy of the rental
agreement entered into by the lessor and the vehicle operator

(B) The rental agreement shall be available for inspection immediately upon
the request of any authorized employee of the department or any regularly -
employed and salaned police officer or deputy sheriff, or any reserve police officer
or reserve deputy sheriff listed under Section 830.6 of the Penal Code.

(C) If the rented vehicle or combination of vehicles Is operated in conjunction
with a commercial enterpnse, the rental agreement shall include the operator's
camer identification number or motor carnier of property permit number

(d) A vehicle or combination of vehicles that is in compliance with Section
390.21 of Title 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations shall be deemed to be in
compliance with Subdivision (c).

(e) This section does not apply to any of the following vehicles:

(1) Vehicles described in subdivision (f) of Section 34500, which are operated
by a private carrter as defined in subdivision (d) of Section 34601 if the gross
vehicle weight rating of the towing vehicle is 10,000 pounds or less, or the towing
vehicle is a pickup truck, as defined in Section 471 This exception does not apply
to vehicle combinations described in subdivision (k) of Section 34500.

(2) Vehicles described in subdivision (g) of Section 34500, which are operated
by a pnivate carmmer as defined I subdivision (d) of Section 34601 if the hazardous
matenal transportation does not require the display of placards pursuant to Section
27903, a license pursuant to Section 32000.5, or hazardous waste hauler
registration pursuant to Section 25163 of the Health and Safety Code.
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(3) Historical vehicles, as described in Section 5004 and vehicles that display
special identification plates in accordance with Section 5011

(4) Implements of husbandry as defined in Chapter 1 (commencing with
Section 36000) of Division 16.

(5) Vehicles owned or operated by an agency of the federal government.

(6) Pickup trucks, as defined in Section 471 and two-axle daily rental trucks
with gross vehicle weight ratings of less than 26,001 pounds, when operated in
noncommercial use.

(f) Subdiwvision (b) does not apply to the following:

(1) Vehicles that display a valid operating authority or identification number
assigned by the former Interstate Commerce Commission, or the Federal Highway
Adminustration, of the United States Department of Transportation.

(2) Vehicles that are regulated by and that display a valid operating authority
number issued by the Public Utilites Commussion, including household goods
carmiers as defined in Section 5109 of the Public Utilities Code.

(3) For-hire motor carrters of passengers.

(g) The display of the carrier identification number shall be in
sharp contrast to the background, and shall be of a size, shape, and color that it 1s
readily legible durnng daylight hours from a distance of 50 feet.

(h) The camner identification number for companies no longer in business, no
longer operating with the same name, or no longer operating under the same
operating authority identification number or motor carner permit shall be removed
before sale, transfer, or other disposal of any vehicle marked pursuant to this

section.

9. GENERAL PROVISIONS 13 CCR 1202. The followmg section I1s quoted from
13 CCR:

1202. The general provisions of this subchapter are as follows:

(a) Inspectlons by Department. Motor carriers shall afford authonzed
representatives of the department a reasonable opportunity to enter
terminals, maintenance facilities, farm labor camps, or other private property
to inspect vehicles and records to determine compliance with this
subchapter Every dnver shall permit the inspection of any vehicle or
pertinent records for which the dnver i1s responsible or has under his or her
control.

(b) Authority of District Boards. The governing board of any school
district, county supenntendent of schools, or equivalent private school entity
or official, may adopt and enforce additional requirements governing the
transportation of pupils. Such requirements shall not conflict with any law or
state administrative regulation
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(c) Application to Private School Buses. The provisions of this
subchapter shall apply equally to prnivate school buses and to pnvate school
officials and agencies unless the context clearly indicates that no such
application may reasonably be made.

(d) Special Application. Regulations in this title relating to buses and to
the transportation of passengers shall also apply to trailer buses.

(e) Exemptions. The Commissioner may grant exemptions from any of
the requirements of this subchapter when, in his judgment, requests appear
reasonable, or the results intended by these regulations can be
accomplished by alternate methods of compliance. However no exemption
will be granted if, in the opinion of the Commissioner the exemption would
compromise the safety requirements of these regulations. In addition, any
exemption granted by the Commussioner is nontransferable and may be
rescinded at any time for cause.

(1) Application for Exemption. An application for exemption shall be
made in writing to the Commussioner and it shall include the following data:

Reason for requesting an exemption

Alternate method(s) of compliance

Make and model, vehicle identification number and license number of
the vehicle for which the exemption 1s being requested

The application shall be mailed to:

(2) Copy of Exemption. A copy of any exemption granted shall be
carmed in the vehicle(s) for which it was issued at all times, and shall be
presented for inspection upon demand by any authonzed representative of
the department.

(3) Blanket Exemptions. The provisions of this subsection do not apply
to any blanket exemptions the Commussioner may elect to issue. A blanket
exemption I1s an exemption from a particular provision of this subchapter
granted to all vehicles, or vehicles manufactured on or after a specified date,
pending a change In these regulations.

(f) Motor Carner of Property Certificate of Compliance. Any motor carrier of
property as defined in Section 34601 of the Vehicle Code, who contracts or
subcontracts with, or otherwise provides transportation services for another motor
camer of property shall provide to that motor carrier a certificate as set forth in
Section 34620(b) of the Vehicle Code. The certificate may be on a form provided
by the department, or may be a camer-provided form containing the following
information:
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(1)The name of the contracted ritotor carrier
@ (2) The contracted motor camer's Motor Carrier Permit number and expiration
date.

(3) The signature of the contracted motor carner or his or her agent.

(4) The printed name, title, and driver's license number of the contracted motor
carner or his or her agent.

(5) The date the certificate I1s signed.

(6) The name of the contracting motor camer

(7) The following statement, inserting the above information as indicated: “I,
the undersigned, certify that (name of contracted camer) holds a Motor Carnier
Permit, Number (permit number), which 1s valid through (expiration date), a copy of
which s attached. | further certify that 1, or a company officer will immediately
notify users of this company's services if the permit is suspended, revoked, or I1s
otherwise rendered invalid (signature of contracted motor carmer or agent) (date)
(pnnted name, title, and dnver's Ilcense number of contracted motor carmer or
agent).

(g) As used in subsection (f), "contracted motor carrier” means the motor
carnier providing the transportation service. The motor carner for whom the
transportation service is provided shall be referred to as the “contracting motor
carner

APPLICATION PROCESS FOR SCHOOL BUS, SCHOOL PUPIL ACTIVITY BUS,
YOUTH BUS, GENERAL PUBLIC PARATRANSIT VEHICLE, AND FARM LABOR
VEHICLE DRIVER CERTIFICATES

1 INTRODUCTION. Thus chapter includes excerpts from the California Vehicle Code
(VC) and provides information pertaining to the application process and general :
provistons related to dnvers of school buses, school pupil activity buses (SPAB), youth
buses, general public paratransit vehicles (GPPV), farm labor vehicles (FLV) and a
vehicle for the transportation of persons with developmental disabilities (VDDP). A
dnver desinng a special certificate to dnve any of these vehicles should review the
matenal contained in this chapter

2. DRIVER CERTIFI%TIQN PROCESS.

a. Interview and Test Location. Applicants should be interviewed and tested at the
Califorma Highway Patrol (CHP) office located within the area where they will be
doing the majority of theirr dnving. Exceptions can be made for unusual
circumstances with the concurrence of the involved CHP areas. This restriction 1s
necessary for record-keeping and monitoning dnivers for compliance with pupil
transportation laws and regulations. Applicants should contact the CHP office to
ascertain times when the nitial CHP interview testing, and certification can be
accomplished.

b. Initial CHP Interview School Bus Officers/Coordinators (SBOCs) will conduct an
initial interview with each onginal applicant. The purpose of the interview s to
ensure that the applicant is aware of the minimum requirements for the certificate,
and to identify and eliminate applicants who may be unqualified. This informational
interview will be conducted pnor to accepting the certificate fee or fingerpnnting the
applicant. The following items will be discussed:

(1) The mimimum physical and medical requirements;

(2) The specifics of the cniminal background check, complete dnving record
check, certificate testing process, and work history’
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(3) The importance of being thorough and accurate on all preemployment
documents, as well as the consequences of knowingly providing false
information on the certificate application forms.

c. Testing. Applicants will have three opportunities to pass the written, dnving, and,
if applicable, first aid tests. The pretnp inspection is part of the dnving test, and the
first atd examination is iIndependent of both the written and dnving tests. The SBOC
may recommend an applicant for remedial traiming after failing the written or driving
test after the first or second attempt. The SBOC will return the applicant's California
Department of Education Training Certificate, T-01 form, for the instructor to
document any remedial training. The duration of such training will be at the
discretion of the instructor or employer after consulting with the SBOC. Applicants
will be retested after seven calendar days have elapsed from the date of the failure.
Instructors must return the T-01 training certificate indicating any remedial training
pnor to a retest. A third failure will disqualify the applicant. Disqualified applicants
may reapply for a certificate after a penod of not less than 45 days from the date of
the third failure.

3. MEDICAL EXAMINATION REQUIREMENTS 125172 VC. The following section 1s
quoted from the VC:

12517.2. (a) Applicants for an onginal or renewal certificate to dnve a school bus,
school pupil activity bus, youth bus, general public paratransit vehicle, or farm labor
vehicle shall submit a report of a medical examination of the applicant given not
more than two years prior to the date of the application by a physician licensed to
practice medicine. The report shall be on a form approved by the department, the
Federal Highway Administration, or the Federal Aviation Administration.

(b) School bus dnvers, within the same month of reaching the age of 65 and
each 12th month thereafter shall undergo a phystcal examination, pursuant to
Section 12804.9, and submit a report of medical examination on a form as

specified in subdijvision (a).

4 FINGERPRINT REQUIREMENTS 12517.3 VC. The following section is quoted
from the VC:

12517.3. (a) (1) Applicants for an onginal certificate to dnve a schoolbus, school
pupil activity bus, youth bus, or general public paratransit vehicle shall be
fingerprinted by the Department of the Califorma Highway Patrol, on a form
provided or approved by the Department of the California Highway Patrol for
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submission to the Department of Justice, utilizing the Applicant Expedite Service or
@’i”“ an electronic fingerpnnting system.

(2) Applicant fingerpnint forms shall be processed and returned to the office of
the Department of the Califorma Highway Patrol from which they onginated not
later than 15 working days from the date on which the fingerpnnt forms were
received by the Department of Justice, unless circumstances, other than the
administrative duties of the Department of Justice, warrant further investigation.

(3) Applicant fingerprints that are submitted by utilizing an electronic
fingerprinting system shall be processed and returned to the appropnate office of
the Department of the Califormia Highway Patrol within three working days.

(b) (1) Notwithstanding subdivision (a), an applicant for an onginal certificate
to dnve a schoolbus, school pupil activity bus, youth bus, or general public
paratransit vehicle may be fingerprinted by a public law enforcement agency a
school district, or a county office of education utilizing an electronic fingerpnnting
system with terminals managed by the Department of Justice.

(2) The Department of Justice shall provide the fingerpnnt information
processed pursuant to this subdivision to the appropnate office of the Department
of the California Highway Patrol within three working days of receipt of the
information.

(3) Applicants for an onginal certificate to dnve an ambulance shall submit a
completed fingerpnnt card to the department.

5. FEDERAL BUREAU OF INVESTIGATION (FBI) FINGERPRINTS. Applicants who
cannot establish seven continuous years of California residency are required to submit
a second set of fingerprints. This second set will be submitted to the Department of
Justice (DOJ), who will forward it to the FBI for a background investigation of the
applicant.

6. FIRST AID EXAM FOR SCHOOL BUS AND YOUTH BUS DRIVERS 12522 VC
The following section is quoted from the VC:

12522. (a) Every person who operates a school bus or youth bus n the
transportation of school pupils shall, in addition to any other requirement for a
school bus or youth bus dniver's certificate, qualify by an examination on first aid
practices deemed necessary for school bus operators or youth bus operators.
Standards for examination shall be determined by the Emergency Medical Services
Authority after consultation with the State Department of Education, the
Department of Motor Vehicles, and the Department of the Califormia Highway
Patrol. The local school authority employing the applicant shall provide a course of
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
