GENERAL MANAGEMENT
TECHNIQUES

PREVENTION: Use prevention techniques to prevent 50-95% of behavior problems.

1. Communication with parents and teachers is critical and should be daily if possible.
“Catch 'em being good" by letting students, teachers and parents know when things
are going well. Good “PR" with parents makes your job much easier.

2. Beaware of the radio for assistance and backup. Use whenever necessary.
3. . Know your students.

a. Reinforcers- objects, .activities, people, toys, topics of conversation, etc..
Reinforcers are anything the student likes or wants. It is important to remember
that reinforcers are individual, what is reinforcing to you may not be to a.particu-
lar student.” USE REINFORCERS AS ACTIVITIES DURING RIDE IF APPRO-
PRIATE. (eg use of walkman reading magazmes -hand held video games,
etc.). '

b. lnappropriate behaviors- find out behavioral history, don't be taken by surpris.e.

c. Antecedents- what triggers or causes the behavior and are there signs before
the behavior occurs. Antecedents can be environment (time, place, circum-

stances), physical signs of agitation, any behavior-that generally precedes the
target behavior, or specific triggers.

d. Interventions- What works? What techniques have the teacher or family used
to defuse or deal with the behavior.

. Look for the function of the behavior (attention, avoidance, communica-
tion, out of control, environmental or physical)

. Look for signs and patterns (antecedents)- be good observers and look
for where to intervene (intervene before the “blow up” if possible)

. Make environmental or physical changes:

v Where you position other students
J Changes in the bus environment
v Changes to meet physical needs




. Make pro-active changes (before the behavior occurs)
v How you interact with student
v Reinforce appropriate behavior

AUTISM

Students who often do not relate socially to others, whose language is delayed,

and whose behaviors may appear bizarre and ritualistic. Cognitive abilities may
range from gifted to profoundly impaired.

ORTHOPEDICALLY IMPAIRED

Definition: A condition resulting from brain damage causing physical or mental
impairments.
Characteristics:

1. May range from mild impairment to sever disability resulting in total
dependence for daily living needs.

2. Cognitive function may range from above normal to profoundly
mentally impaired.

3. May have impaired or no speech/language abilities.

4. May have poor balance and show difficulty in walking (may need
assistive devices such as crutches, walkers, etc) or be non-ambulatory
requiring a wheel chair or gurney.

5. May have other physical conditions that require Special Physical Health
Care Procedures (SPHC). (i.e. oxygen, suctioning, tube feeding, etc.)

6. May have a seizure disorder.

7. May have other secondary handicapping conditions such as visual and
hearing impairments.

EARLY EDUCATION

Definiion: ~ Students between the ages of 18 to 36 months who are developmentally

delayed.

1. May range from mild impairment to severe disability resulting in total
dependence for daily living needs.

3. May have impaired speech/language abilifies. A

4. May or may not exhibit normal development of motor skills. (i.e. walking,
crawling, sitting, etc.) .

Management:
1. Must wear Vest for postural support and safety.
. Driver must check vest after child is placed on the bus.
2. Place students according to needs:
. it is advisable to seat young children near the front of the bus.
. Proximity to other students depends on the behavioral needs of
the child or other students ‘

3. Do not allow étudent to eat or drink from a baby botlle. .

4. Develop a policy conceming parents riding the bus with their child.
(Parents of very young children are often very anxious and concerned
about their children riding a school bus.)

5. Bus drivers must check to see that all children have beeﬁ unioaded

at the school before they leave.

DEAF / HARD OF HEARING

Hearing impaired students are those whose hearing is
partially functional or completely nonfunctional.
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Often do not respond when spoken to.
Usually have delayed speech and faulty
articulation.
If verbal, tend to speak in a loud voice.
May exhibit impulsive behavior. May lack social
skills and or social graces (using “please” and

- “thank you”).
May have secondary conditions which effect
cognitive functioning.
Often use touch to get attention. (This may be

" interpreted as aggressive behavior by other
students or driver).
Some students do NOT want to be touched. (Use
hand waving or, light flicking to gain attention).

. May have difficulty paying attention, or picking up
cues. ‘
May appear suspicious of others, or feel peers are
making fun of him/her.
May become frustrated when unable to
communicate.

. Get attention before trying to communicate. (Face

student when speaking, do not cover mouth, student
may be relying lip reading).

Use whatever means available to communicate, i.e.
signing, interpreter, paper/pencil, gestures.

Show facial expression when you communicate.
Re-Phase statements/directions if not understood the
first time.

. If necessary, comrect student by telling them what they

need to do, be specific.
Be fair, firm and consistent.



PROFOUNDLY DISABLED

Students who fdnction in the severe to profound range of mental retardation, and
may have other physical disabliities.
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Impaired or no speech/language abiities.

May have hearing or vision losses.

May not walk or crawl.

May express needs/frustrations with crying or aggression. -

General behavior may be either aggressive or passive,

~ May be often physically ill.

Place near driver to monitor safety/behavior or assign seat aware tror;i
harm (other aggressive student). May have to sit alone.

Communicate often with staff and home. Report to teacher/parent any
seizures or other medical problems immediately upon reaching '

destination. '

Know s_pedfic' procedures for special eciuipment that student may have.

Driver must know who is placing student on bus - positioning is very
important for student who is physically involved.

Give directions in short simple phrases. .
Speak slowly and calmly. Create a comfortable situation for them.

Know medical history and authorizationprocedure for recelpt of
medication. (Drivers often transport student's medications.)

Be aware that behavior changes with changes in medication.



BASIC CLASSES / DEVELOPMENTALLY
DELAYED / SEVERELY HANDICAPPED

Definition:

Behaviors:

Management:

Students with below average intelligence who have
significant disabilities in the academic and social areas.

May be Downs Syndrome students or may normal
.appearance.

May engage in inappropriate behaviors, spitting,
drooling, not using tissue, touching others.

May have difficulty with following several
directions at once. ' ’ ,

Can be very stubbomn; may laugh when adult gives
attention.

Difficulties with communicating needs/wants.

Generally enjoy positive attention of peers and
adults.

. Give clear, concrete, one-step directions using a firm

tone of voice. If they should laugh, don’t show any
anger. '

. Make every effort to understand students. Some may

have impaired speech or unusual communication
system. Communicate with home and staff
frequently.

. If necessary to reprimand student, make sure he/she

understand specific undesirable behavior and state

.- what should be done.
. Be consistent with rules and procedures. _
. Allow students to assume personal responsibility and

to help other students.

. They need to assume personal responsibility and can

find seats, do seat buckles, find their house.. etc. Help
them develop independence.

. They respond well to “I”” messages. Example: “I like

your dress.” “I need your help...” etc.



EMOTIONALLY DISTURBED (ED)

Definition:

Behaviors:

Management:

Students whose behavioral and emotional disabilities
significantly interfere with their growth and
development, and with the lives of others. They have
average or above average intelligence.
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1.  Difficulty in relating and maintaining friendships
with peers.

2.  Physical/verbal aggression - profanity. May have
family problems.

3.  May tantrum/rage or exhibit other manipulativ
behaviors. '

4.,  May be disruptive or hyperactive.

5.  May initiate or imitate inappropriate behavior.

6.  Frequently tests the limits or rules.

‘7. May defy authority figures. :

8.  May be anxious, withdrawn, or exhibit a pervasive
mood of unhappiness or depression.

9.  May have a history of abuse or neglect and be
defensive about touching or being touched.

10. May have severe disturbance in thought processes;
hallucinations may be set off by sounds, colors,etc.

11. May express complaints of physical illness, such
as, “I have a stomach ache, cold, a back ache,” etc.

12. Often do not take responsibility for own actions.

BE CALM!

1. Establish a friendly and fair relationship with

students. Trust and rapport are critical issues.
Establish clear expectations for on-bus behavior.

. Use specific procedures for boarding, seating and

leaving bus.
Be consistent in enforcing procedures,be firm and fair.

. Prepare students for any changes, don’t surprise them.
. -If student is uncontrollable, DO NOT allow on bus.
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ED STUDENT CONTINUED

Be aware of objects that may be dangerous or used
inappropriately.

Acknowledge their appropriate behavior.

Solicit their help- give them some responsibility.
Communicate daily with home and school staff.
Involve student, when appropriate, in behavior
plan. Accept small changes in their behavior.
When students complain of physical problems,
acknowledge the complaint and redirect their
attention to something else.

Be aware that changes in medications may affect
behavior. :

Use eye contact and praise. “Catch ‘em being
good” and use “I”” messages to reinforce good
behavior. Avoid using “don’t” messages.

If confrontation occurs:

a. REMAIN CALM
b.  Ifbehavior is a danger to student or others

pull off the road.

c.  Assess situation and determine if back up is
needed. ' :

d. USERADIO TO CALL FOR BACK UP
IF NEEDED.

e.  Takenecessary steps to maintain safety.

f Talk to student using a calm voice.

g. Do NOT get into a discussion with the
student about problem during or
immediately after crisis.

h.  Contact home or staff as soon as possible.

1. Discuss with student later in day or next
day.

j- Ifnecessary, follow Transportation

Guidelines for student exhibiting
inappropriate behavior on the bus.



VISUALLY IMPAIRED (VI)

Students with visual impairments may range from having some usable sight
and needing adaptive equipment such as large print materials, canes, etc. to
being totally blind. Visual impairment often prevents students from gaining
information visually, restricts their independent movement in unfamiliar
surroundings and limits access 1o important social cues. Visual impaiment
requires interveniion and teaching of adaptive skills to enable the student

to tunction as normally as possible. :
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May have multiple impairments or a secondary handicapping condition

~ such as cognitive impairment, orthopedic impairmant, etc.

Often explores surroundings through touch.
May not appear to respond to directions/requests.
May become frustrated when unable to get what is needed/wanted. |

May engage in repe'ﬂtive' behaviors, rocking, repeatedly touching others
or others property, etc.

Use specific procedures for boarding, seating, and leaving the bus.

Position student according to individualized needs:

. Student may enjoy sitting near window.
. Glare or light from window may be uncomfortable.
" When giving directions: ,
. Use their name to gain attention
* . Use concise directions
. if necessary pair with a physical prompt and guidance.

Prepare student for changes in routines. Verbally describe what is
happening.

-Combine verbal compliments and reinforcement with physical contact

such as pats on the back or hugs.

If necessary, a famifiar object to hold may provide sécurity. (i.e.fora
young child: a stuffed animal or toy, etc.)

If necessary, comect student by telling them what they need to do, be
specific,

SUBJECT: ~ Bus Loading/Unloading

Here are guidelines you must follow when loading and unloading school buses. Please
review them and bring any questions directly to your principal.

SECURING STUDENTS IN THEIR SEATS

1. Special Education staff are not to operate wheelchair lifts or secure wheelchairs i
the bus.

2. Special Education staff should lift those students requiring assistance onto the school
bus and into their seats. Special Education staff will also assist in removing students
from the bus. (When the transportation vehicle is a non-conforming school bus, i.e.,
a van, this guideline may be difficult to follow given the low ceiling and crowded
conditions of the van. Consult your principal for further direction.)

3, Special Education staff should assist students into vests and harnesses but stop short
of securing the students into their seats.

Examples:

a. Special Education Staff should assist or dress the student as appropriate into a
harness, but not clip the harness to the seat or fasten the seat belt.

b. Special Education Staff should assist preschoolers into their vests, but not fasten
seat belts, including buckle guards.



c. Special Education Staff should escort students to and from their bus seats and
help keep the student calm while the driver is securing the student in their bus
seat or releasing them from their bus seat.

4. A Special Education Staff member should remain on the bus until the bus driver
properly secures all students in their seats.

5.  While the drivers are ultimately responsible for student safety on the bus, I trust you
will do your best to assist them so that our students are seated safely and
comfortably.

6. Drivers should not leave the school site without making sure all seat belts are
fastened.

BELL TIMES

1. At pick-up time, buses should arrive about 5 minutes before the bell time. However, -
staff must be at the unloading area and prepared to unload buses as much as 10
minutes before bell time. Buses should not be unloaded any earlier than 10 minutes
before the pick-up bell. '

2. There should be an adequate number of staff present to safely load or unload students
and to safely supervise students with behavioral needs.

'3, At dismissal, buses should arrive about 5 minutes before the bell time. However, staff

must be at the loading area and prepared to load buses shortly after the dismissal bell
time. Buses should not be loaded before the dismissal bell time.

4. Students will be dismissed from class at the bell time and no earlier.

5, Students, wheelchair or ambulatory should not be released by the bus driver until
special education staff is present. Students with independent drop off permission
forms on file may be dropped off with out supervision.

I urge you to discuss these guidelines thoroughly with principals and bring any questions
or concerns to her/his attention.

Further, there is.a process for you to report chronic transportation problems to my office.
I urge you to review that process with your principal as well. There are certain conditions,
for example, when buses are chronically late, under which you are due additional
compensation.

SCCOE :TRANSPORTATION POLICIES

Bell Times:

Students can be unloaded from school busses no earlier than 10 minutes
before bell time.

Students should not board their busses before dismissal time. The ending bell
time signifies the time they should leave the classroom.

Sick Children:

School staff will receive students off of the bus when they arrive at school.
If the child arrives at school and appears to be ill the child will be unloaded from
the bus and the school nurse will be contacted.

When a child becomes ill at school the parent or designated alternate will
be called to pick the child up. The school bus is not to be used to transport sick
children. '

If the child has had a seizure at the end of the school day close to
dismissal time the child will be evaluated by the school nurse to see if transport
by school bus will be safe.

IEP Meetings:

If there are transportation issues being discussed at the [EP the district
representative and the transportation vendor will be invited to attend the IEP.

- These representatives will be given copies of the {EP, transportation behavior
plans, and any other documents that pertain to transporting the child. COE staff
will not commit to unique or special services without consulting with the
transportation representatives. - o

CONFIDENTIALITY:

The privacy rights of students are protected by the Family Education
Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA). All information regarding the students is
handled as confidential data. Do not share personally identifiable information
about a student to persons other than the professional personnel involved with
the student without parental consent.

NO ONE HOME:

If there is no one at home to accept the student after school and the driver
_has exhausted all emergency numbers the student will be returned to the Cluster
office. The Principal and office staff will accept the student and try to contact the
family for pick up. If unsuccessful the Director will be contacted for further
instructions.
