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Transportation Safety Committee
Transportation’s Safety Committee has two main tasks. They are:
1. Examine facts pertinent to each vehicle accident and make recommendations regarding preventability, retraining and education.
2. Review reports of hazardous situations in the District and make recommendations how to correct or avoid the problem.

The goal of both of these tasks is to enhance safety, both on and off the bus. The following document helps define standards, terms and what the committee does.

Composition of the Transportation Safety Committee

The Safety Committee shall be composed of 3 to 5 members. At a minimum, there shall be. 
A)
A Transportation Administrator,

B)
One or two School bus trainers,

C)
One or two driver representatives.

Safe Driver Awards Program and Accident Review
The standards the Safety Committee uses in making recommendations regarding preventability in an accident or incident are primarily adapted from the National Safety Council standards and are documented in SJUSD Motor Vehicle Accident Guidelines. The Safe Driver Awards Program at San Jose Unified, based on National Safety Council standards, is documented in SJUSD Safe Driver Awards. 
The School Bus Safe Driving Awards Program is intended to provide a means of recognizing outstanding accomplishment and better-than-average driving performance. Its purpose is to also stimulate drivers to be more safety conscious in their roles as bus drivers. A program of this kind, when properly conducted should enhance the safety record of all school bus drivers. Qualification for awards should be based on criteria applied uniformly by this committee. 
Accidents involve so many factors that it is impossible to set hard and fast rules for classifying them as preventable or non-preventable. Each member of the District's Safety Committee must make this determination. In making these decisions, the question must be asked: "What standard of safe driving performance is expected of our drivers?" Mediocrity is condoned if standards of safe driving performance are lax. Drivers respect a strict interpretation of the rules if these interpretations are made consistently and impartially.

Review of Safety Concerns in the District
The Transportation Safety Committee shall also review safety concerns both in the Corporation Yard, at District sites and/or where District vehicles travel. These concerns can include, but are not limited to, bus stops, school sites, the Corporation Yard, rail crossings, field trips, situations resulting in an injury to a worker, etc. 
Upon review, which may include a site visit, the committee shall make recommendations to the Transportation Administrator on possible steps to reduce or eliminate the safety concern. The Transportation Administrator shall have final authority as to the disposition of the concern.
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
