The Board of Education met in Regular Session on Thursday, May 24, 2007, in the Board Room, 
855 Lenzen Avenue, San JosŽ, California. The following Board Members were present:  Mr. Jorge

CALL MEETING TO ORDER

SPECIAL ORDER OF BUSINESS
 
Visiting International Faculty Recognition Dr. Norma Martinez-Palmer

Mrs. Rosa Molina recognized the DistrictÕs seven year relationship with the Visiting International 
Faculty (VIF) Program, the largest international exchange program linking U.S. teachers with 
teachers worldwide.  She announced that we have a former SJUSD administrator at the forefront of 
the VIF Program in California, Mr. John Shannon, who is the Regional Director.  

Dr. Martinez-Palmer introduced Mr. Shannon who said that, on behalf of the over 1,700 VIF 
teachers in U.S. classrooms from fifty different countries, it was his pleasure to recognize some 
very special educational leaders in SJUSD.  All of the VIF teachers were asked to please stand and 
be recognized.  Of the six categories in the Cultural Educator awards, four of them are being 
presented in San Jose Unified.  Mr. Shannon then introduced Ms. Yaneth Pisco who has been 
teaching 2nd grade at Horace Mann and presented her with the VIF Outstanding Cultural Educator 
Certificate.  The next award went to Grant Elementary as VIF School of the Year.  Mrs. Cecilia 
Barrie, Principal, accepted the award for Grant and noted that the award lands squarely on the 
shoulders of the outstanding VIF teachers, Dario Contreras, Carmenza Valencia, and Maria 
Rodriguez.  Mrs. Barrie said that there is no doubt that the lives of children at Grant have been 
enriched by these wonderful teachers.



Mr. Shannon noted that the VIF program has been blessed by having such a wonderful cadre of 
principals in SJUSD and introduced Mrs. Maria Evans who is VIF California Principal of the Year 
by reading her letter of nomination from Ms. Luz Camey.

Mr. W. R. Bernard stated his opposition to the Stadium Lights Project at Leland.  He asked if 
some clarification of the financing for the stadium lights could be presented by Ms. Jones at an 
appropriate time.  He also requested that the Board insist on a strong and close relationship 
with the City of San Jose in establishing any policies for outside use of school facilities.

The following community members spoke in favor of the Stadium Lights Project at Lincoln 
High School and encouraged the Board to vote for lights:  Mrs. Casey Cellini, Miss Kristen 
Budd, Ms. Shannon Drake, Ms. Beverly Hopper, Mr. Francis Ogbogu, Mr. Martin Hopper,
Mr. Carlos Aguiniga, who read a letter from Mr. and Mrs. Bishop, Mr. Bryan Mitsumori, Mr. 
Vernon Mitsumori, and Mr. Max Mendez.

Among the comments were:  disappointing conflict in the neighborhood and hateful signs, 
increase revenue for the school, increased family participation, increased school spirit, increased 
noise is short term, signs are a bad reflection on neighborhood and students, constructive 
dialogue is needed, community building, Lincoln has been a good neighbor, very warm during 
day games, more positive than negative impact, good for the students, and special feeling at 
night games.

The following community members spoke in opposition to the Stadium Lights Project at 
Lincoln High School:  Ms. Jody Hucko who read a letter from Jeff Rogers, and Ms. Denelle 
Fedor representing Council member Oliverio.

Among the comments were:  unrealistic timeline,  delay of vote requested, mitigations should be 
developed and finalized before the vote is taken, some progress has been made towards 
resolution but not enough on the major issues, and extra time is needed.

Miss Murday arrived at 7:16 p.m.

Mr. J. Michael Gonzales addressed the Board about a school security issue regarding his 
daughter who was traumatized by campus security and searched for gang colors and  given a 
lecture on gangs.  He did not feel that his concerns had been heard by the school staff.  Mr. 
Iglesias asked that Mr. Gonzales send him a letter containing the facts of the case.

Mr. Gonz‡lez thanked Mrs. Rose Bedard for serving as timekeeper and closed oral petitions at 
7:18 p.m.

ACTION ITEMS AND REPORTS

SUPERINTENDENT’S OFFICE

Report of Don Iglesias, Superintendent of Schools

Mr. Iglesias responded to the comments made during the Public Comment section by 
saying that this is the seventeenth (17) meeting about the Stadium Lighting Project.  There 
has been significant discussion since December, 2006.  He addressed the question about the 
funding mechanism for this project by stating that, at the Public Hearing on May 8th, one of 
clarifications made was that we have information from the Office of Public School 
Construction, Section 1859.90.1, on local bond reimbursement fund releases and, basically, 
the funding source for stadium lights is the State Bond Reimbursement Funds.   Mr. 
Iglesias added that Ms. Jones may choose to add information to answer the comments.

Stadium Lighting Project at Gunderson High School  (ACTION)

Mr. Gonz‡lez stated that the Board has considered the proposed mitigated negative 
declaration, the comments received during the public review process, and the DistrictÕs 
consultantÕs response to those comments.  The Board finds that, based on the record 
before it, there is not substantial evidence that the Gunderson High School Stadium 
Project will have a significant effect on the environment and that the mitigated negative 
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declaration reflects this BoardÕs independent judgment and analysis.  Mrs. Lewis 
moved that the Board of Education, first, adopt the mitigated negative declaration, 
including the Mitigation Measures Summary which contains the mitigation monitoring 
and reporting plan, and, second, approve the installation of stadium lights at Gunderson 
High School during the 2006-2007 school year.  

Budget Source:  State Bond Reimbursement Funds

Mr. Garcia seconded.  Mrs. Lewis commented that she wanted to be sure that the public 
knew that the Board and Superintendent had put together a plan, which was presented 
on November 9, 2006 by Mr. Ty Williams.  The process originally started with two site 
meetings per school, but a third meeting was added because of the concerns of the 
Lincoln High School community.  The  timeline was from October through June.  Mrs. 
Lewis attended 14 out of 15 of the public meetings.  She noted that following the public 
hearing, this is another meeting where the Board will vote on these items.  She believes 
that the Board has gone above and beyond the call of duty and has done whatever they 
can to communicate with everyone.  Ten years ago, Gunderson community members 
approached Mr. Jerry Matranga, then Associate Superintendent, about the possibility of 
having stadium lights.  The request did not go any where.  This is the third time that she 
could remember that it had been brought up, but the first time that we have had a formal 
CEQA report on the project.  She acknowledged that there are traffic and parking 
concerns, but the principals have presented their plans and the District will do some 
mitigation.  She is confident that the Board has listened to the community, and hopes 
people will understand this.  She thanked staff for their help in providing the Board with 
the information that they need to make a good decision.  The motion carried 
unanimously - [Preferential Vote by Student Board member - Aye].

2. Stadium Lighting Project at Leland High School  (ACTION)

Mr. Gonz‡lez stated that the Board has considered the proposed mitigated negative 
declaration, the comments received during the public review process, and the DistrictÕs 
consultantÕs response to those comments.  The Board finds that, based on the record 
before it, there is not substantial evidence that the Leland High School Stadium Project 
will have a significant effect on the environment and that the mitigated negative 
declaration reflects this BoardÕs independent judgment and analysis.  Mrs. Reynolds 
moved that the Board of Education, first, adopt the mitigated negative declaration, 
including the Mitigation Measures Summary which contains the mitigation monitoring 
and reporting plan, and, second, approve the installation of stadium lights at Leland 
High School during the 2006-2007 school year.

Mrs. Reynolds pointed that that she had also attended multiple 
meetings in her community and other communities within the District because of the 
importance of each trustee hearing, with their own ears, what is being said, and the 
emotion behind what is being said, so that they can weigh everything and leave no stone 
unturned in making this large decision.  There are many items to be considered to arrive 
at a decision of this magnitude. Mrs. Reynolds does not take this decision lightly and 
has done months of diligent homework, reading stacks of reports and answering many 
e-mails from community members.  The motion carried unanimously - [Preferential 
Vote by Student Board member - Aye].

Mr. Gonz‡lez stated that the Board has considered the proposed mitigated negative 
declaration, the comments received during the public review process, and the DistrictÕs 
consultantÕs response to those comments.  The Board finds that, based on the record 
before it, there is not substantial evidence that the Lincoln High School Stadium Project 
will have a significant effect on the environment and that the mitigated negative 
declaration reflects this BoardÕs independent judgment and analysis.  Mr. Garcia moved 
that the Board of Education, first, adopt the mitigated negative declaration, including the 
Mitigation Measures Summary which contains the mitigation monitoring and reporting 
plan, and, second, approve the installation of stadium lights at Lincoln High School 
during the 2006-2007 school year.

Mrs. Reynolds seconded.  Mr. Garcia thanked all of the community members who have 
attended the meetings at Lincoln as well as the other schools.  All the comments have 
helped the Board work on creating a plan that is as sensitive to the community as 
possible, and he stated that the Board listens to each and every comment, whether it has 
to do with traffic, lighting, or noise.  He has also received and responded to numerous e-
mails and has worked with the neighborhood association and City government 
regarding traffic.  He thanked the staff for their commitment to public engagement and 
their efforts mitigating all the concerns that have been raised.  He has met repeatedly 
with staff and feels confident that the comments shared with the Board, with the 
commitment from District staff, will be mitigated and this will be a great project for the 
school and community.  Mrs. Foley added that she drove to the Lincoln neighborhood 
and got out of her car, walked around the campus, and watched traffic and the 
interaction of students to the neighborhood as Mrs. Hucko had suggested.  She wanted 
the audience to be aware that a lot of due diligence has been done by the Board and, as 
Mrs. Reynolds said, the Board does not take this decision lightly, but takes it very 
seriously and does their homework in investigating issues of concern to the community.  
Mrs. Reynolds pointed out that, in addition to attending all the meetings, she has been at 
Lincoln during the day and at night.  She reported that there were two demonstrations 
held at San Jose High School before the lights were installed on that campus and, at the 
first one, which was held at night, less than eight community members showed up for 
the demonstration.  She has been to each school site and has responded to all e-mails 
and she feels that she had done everything a Board member can do, which is gather all 
the information and make the best decision possible.   The motion carried unanimously 
- [Preferential Vote by Student Board member - Aye].

Stadium Lighting Project at Pioneer High School  (ACTION)

She reminded the audience that this group of Trustees care 
deeply about the community. and do not take this responsibility lightly.  They are 
concerned about the neighborhood quality of life.  She is very confident that we will 
work together to deal with any future issues.  The motion carried unanimously - 
[Preferential Vote by Student Board member - Aye].

BOARD OF EDUCATION 

1. Board Policy 7121, Athletic Field and Stadium Lights  (1ST Reading) 
(INFORMATIONAL)

RECOMMENDATION:  That the Board of Education review and consider the 
recommendation to approve Board Policy 7121, Athletic Field and Stadium Lights.  
The Board of Education will be asked to approve the Board Policy at the June 7, 2007 
regular session meeting.

Mr. Garcia asked about the section on Athletic Fields and Stadium Lighting where, 
under #5, it says any site that exceeds the ten night games will lose a night of use for the 
subsequent year.  This will be specific to the sport that violated the policy.  He 
wondered why this particular consequence was chosen as it seemed a little ÒlightÓ to 
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him.  Mr Iglesias explained that staff thought it was logical and reasonable that the 
specific sport which exceeded the use would lose that opportunity the subsequent year, 
rather than deprive all the athletic teams.  District staff would get together with the 
principals and athletic directors, before the start of the school year, and go through the 
policy in detail.  Mr. Garcia said he did not have any sense that the regulation would be 
violated, but felt that the community was fearful that this would happen.  He was hoping 
that the wording would give the community reassurance that the District is serious about 
this.  He said that he knows that we are, but the community would feel better with some 
assurance.  He also asked about multiple offenses.  

Mrs. Foley said that one of the issues she had raised was around this particular issue, 
and it is not just that we are removing one night from the team who violates the limit--
they should not be the only ones paying the penalty.  She believes that any violations of 
the stadium light policy should be part of the annual Human Resources review process 
for the principal and the athletic director.  Mr. Iglesias replied that he and Ms. Jones 
were taking notes on the BoardÕs comments and will revise the policy and 
administrative regulations to reflect these changes.  

Mr. Garcia asked that under #3 it says that the annual review shall be performed by the 
School Site Council and he would like to see the community included in this review in a 
more defined way than just that they would be welcome at the SSC meetings.  

Mrs. Lewis asked about the last sentence of the first paragraph.  She felt that stadium 
lighting in parenthesis should be taken out as she was unsure to what it referred.  She 
had discussed this with Superintendent Iglesias and Ms. Jones.  She also had questions 
about references to the CEQA studies, but has been told that the Administrative 
Regulations will take care of those questions.  On #3 where it says Òlighting to tenÓ, 
she suggests the use of the word Òmaximum of tenÓ.  She also had a comment on the 
number ten because when she adds five football, two soccer, one Lacrosse, and one 
track, it doesnÕt add up to ten and she is confused.  Mr. Gonz‡lez asked if the ten refers 
to just the night games, and Mrs. Lewis said that it was only the athletic events.  Mrs. 
Foley asked if the possibility of playoffs would make the difference.  Mrs. Lewis 
thought that was right, but needed clarification because when she reads this she wants it 
to be clear that we are only dealing with those sports.  Mr. Iglesias replied that he and 
Ms. Jones would look at designating certain sports to make this more clear.  Mrs. 
Lewis asked that, when the Administrative Regulation in support of #3 comes back to 
the Board, that it reference the playoff situation.  Ms. Jones suggested that the word 
Òcompetitive eventsÓ be changed to Òathletic eventsÓ to clarify this.  Mrs. Foley 
suggested that in the first sentence the word ÒmaximumÓ be included.  

On Item #5, Mrs. Lewis had several concerns about the wording and making sure the 
responsibility for scheduling lies with the adults and not the children involved.  She is 
concerned with making sure the adults are held accountable for any violation of the 
number of events.  Mrs. Foley agreed.  

Mrs. Reynolds thanked staff for taking Mr. BernardÕs ideas about using stronger 
words replacing ÒmayÓ and ÒshallÓ and with ÒwillÓ in this policy.  She 
acknowledged that the community is concerned about loopholes, and if the District is 
too soft up front, the neighbors in particular worry that exceptions will be made.  She 
felt the wording should be very, very clear.  A lot of the questions we have raised have 
already been raised with the staff, but to be public about some of the things that the 
Board has discussed, they include Pat TillmanÕs run and the upcoming ÒRelay for 
LifeÓ which has never been held at Leland before, and how these events could be tied  
to our Board Policy.  She would like to get some very specific information from the 
City of San Jose about what the ÒRelay for LifeÓ at Leland on June 30th is going to 
look like.  She commented that it was very gracious of Mrs. Foley to provide 
information about how it went at Willow Glen, but this is a different event with a 
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different cast of characters.  She through that event had gone pretty well, but there may 
be some adjustments that can be made.  She also wanted to clarify that she understands 
that these two events were already in the works previously, but if we are in a similar 
situation again, perhaps more disclosure to the community is warranted.  The District 
had assured the community that the PA system would not be turned on too early; and 
then it was turned on at 5:45 in the morning by people in charge of the event.  It is her 
goal that the community is not faced with any similar situations in the future.  She 
suggests language be added to address these situations.  

Ms. Jones commented that, in fact, when this Board Policy was brought forward for 
discussion, sound at the stadiums was not addressed.  Staff was going to come back 
with a recommendation that we change the wording in the section of the Board Policy 
which applies to District use to say ÒAthletic Field Stadium Lighting Amplified Sound 
SystemsÓ so that we could clearly add some language about how we, the District, 
would use sound, and which would restrict the use of sound in the stadium beyond 
these ten night events after dark by stating that all sound use for District activities would 
end by dusk.  Mrs. Foley expressed her wish that any changes to the Board Policy and 
Administrative Regulations come back to the Board again as a first reading as it is 
substantially different from what the Board has in front of them now.  Ms. Jones 
agreed, and said the policies will continue to come back as first readings until the Board 
does not want any more changes.  

Mrs. Lewis had a comment under ÒFacilitiesÓ and asked if Ms. Jones would be open 
to additional language to making it more clear that this is for school use only.  Ms. 
Jones said that language would be added.  Mr. Iglesias added that one of the things we 
heard when staff went out to the community which was helpful was that some of the 
neighbors did not have a specific issue with the lighting, but were more concerned with 
early morning use of the PA system.  It is clear from the policy that the only time the 
PA system will be used is during the ten games, and District staff will mitigate, through 
engineering. to make sure that sound is buffered and, with other athletic events that 
occur on our fields, we will work on language to bring back to the Board to make it 
clear that no amplified sound will take place before 9 a.m. or after dusk.  The District 
will hold people to that policy and it will be made clear to the school staff.  Mr. Iglesias 
said that the use of the PA system, again, is for internal or school use only.

Mrs. Reynolds said that she would like to add accountability language that all these 
evening events be published on the individual schoolÕs web sites with some detailed 
information, including dates, start and end times.  This way, the community can adjust 
their schedules around these events.  These events must be published in a timely 
fashion.  The community should know when the school staff knows.  Mr. Iglesias 
agreed that this could be made a part of the Administrative Regulations.

Ms. Jones added that this Board Policy talks about inside or District use and in another 
policy we will be talking about outside use.  

Amendment of Administrative Regulation 1330, Use of School Facilities (1st 
Reading)  (INFORMATIONAL)

RECOMMENDATION:  That the Board of Education review and consider the 
recommendation to amend Administrative Regulation 1330, Use of School Facilities.  
The Board of Education will be asked to approve the Administrative Regulation at the 
June 7, 2007 regular session meeting.

Budget Source:  No Cost to the District

Mrs. Reynolds wanted to know exactly what type of use is covered by this 
Administrative Regulation.  Ms. Jones clarified that it covers Civic Center Use.  She 
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added that what is included in the proposal tonight is two changes (#4 and #5 in bold 
type).  Number 4 is Òlimit the use of public address systemsÓ.  She believes she is 
hearing from some of the Board that they would like to restrict the use of public address 
systems, and any use of the PA system by an outside agency would need to come to the 
Board for prior approval.  An example of this would be the ÒPat Tillman RunÓ.  Ms. 
Jones said that we would tell anyone using our facilities that they would not be allowed 
to use the PA system unless they came forward with a special request to the Board 
which would be considered on an individual basis.  Ms. Jones said that change #5 was 
to restrict the use of stadium lights to District use only.  

Mrs. Foley suggested that the word ÒrestrictÓ be changed to ÒprohibitÓ as restrict 
implies that it could be be permitted under certain terms.  Ms. Jones suggested the 
wording Òprohibit the use of school stadium lights by any outside agency or groupÓ.  
Mrs. Lewis asked what is the intent regarding #4 (limit the use of public address 
system) and asked if there was another way this could be stated.  Ms. Jones said that we 
could use the word ÒrestrictÓ.  Mrs. Foley said that she would like this to be very 
specific--as to time, type of sound, volume, etc.  The more specific we are to the public, 
the easier it is to know if the rules are being followed.  Ms. Jones said that the 
recommendation coming back to the Board would be Òno amplified sound would be 
allowed unless specifically approved by the BoardÓ.  Guidelines could be set for the 
Board to use.  Mrs. Foley wanted it to be very clear that amplified sound includes 
music.  Mrs. Lewis expressed concern about the elementary school Walk-a-thons.  Ms. 
Jones clarified that those are school events and amplified sound would be allowed, but 
only after 9 a.m. and not after dusk.  Mrs. Foley wanted to be sure that everyone 
understands that this is a work in progress.  Mr. Gonz‡lez thought that these policies 
and regulations will probably come back to the Board at least three times.  

Mr. Garcia left the meeting at 8:15 p.m.

DIVISION OF INSTRUCTION

Report by Rosa Molina, Assistant Superintendent, Instructional Services

Mrs. Molina reported that the data from the March, 2007 CAHSEE administration was 
released to districts today.  Approximately 2,037 students have taken CAHSEE at least once, 
92% of these students have now passed both parts of CAHSEE.  One hundred sixty-six 
students have not passed both parts.  Thirty six students have to pass the English Language 
Arts test, fifty six have to pass Math, and seventy four have to pass both parts.  It is labor of 
love and she thanked the Accountability staff and the high school principals, administrators 
and academic counselors who are doing this work one student at a time.  She distributed a 
summary of the report to the Board and asked them to let her know if they have any 
questions.  Mr. Gonz‡lez asked if the report contained the method that will be used to help 
these students.  Mrs. Molina replied that it did and every time there is a CAHSEE testing 
period, we are required to indicate that students have had an opportunity to engage in a test 
preparation activity prior to the testing.
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EDUCATIONAL ACCOUNTABILITY AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

Dr. Erlendson acknowledged Leland High School Assistant Principal, Mr. Paul Ylana, 
and ASB Clerk, Ms. Patty Young, for bringing ÒEvery 15 MinutesÓ to the students.  It 
is a program which brings the perils of drunk driving to the students in a very real and 
relevant manner.  The SJ Police Department, the Highway Patrol, the American Medical 
Response team and other local agencies were involved in the presentation.

ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES

Report by Ms. Ann Jones, Chief Business Officer, Administrative Services

Ms. Jones reported that in December of 2005 the District refunded Measure C Bonds of 
approximately $148 million.  The issuance of the bonds complied with applicable laws and 
generated over $2 million in debt service savings to the taxpayers.  The Measure C ballot 
language authorized the bond monies to be used, among other purposes, to renovate, 
construct, and acquire classrooms and science facilities.  Expenditure of the bond premium 
on the science labs is clearly an authorized purpose of Measure C and will fulfill the 
DistrictÕs obligation to execute governmental purpose for which the bonds were issued.  

Mr. Garcia returned at 8:22 p.m.

The Board had a broader view and a vision for the larger purpose of Measure C and these 
purposes were the  beginning of a long-term improvement of the educational facilities in the 
District.  She reminded the Board and the community that staff will be meeting with the 
Measure F CBOC Committee on June 11th and Mr. David Casnocha will be here and he 
will be explaining the history and the background and answering all the questions of the 
committee about Measure C and Measure F.
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The May Revise is the GovernorÕs second proposal.  The Governor proposes in January 
and then revises in May, based on more current revenue projections for the State.  The 
projections put together by the Department of Finance contain a $360 million error.  
District staff, who are constantly hounded by the Department of Finance, found great joy in 
their public disgrace.  The Governor had already gone public before the error was identified 
and the Governor did not go back to the Department of Finance to revise their May Revise; 
instead they have thrown it out to the Senate and the Assembly and said, Òyou fix the 
errorÓ.  This makes it a bit of a political ball game which is what happens between May and 
July 1 when we hope to have a State budget.

Our State COLA is now set at 4.53%; because there is a decline of about 28,000 students 
statewide, we will see a slight loss of funds in the Categorical area because the State gives 
the COLA, but then they reduce it because of the negative growth.
