San José, CA., On May 8, the California State Board of Education assigned # 980 

to Bachrodt Conversion Charter School, San José Unified’s first K-5 conversion 

charter school.  This was the finale to the year-long process in converting Bachrodt 

Academy to a district charter school.   

 

After several meetings with staff, community, administration and votes by all 

stakeholders including the San José Unified Board of Education, all concluded the 

best interest of students would be served by converting Bachrodt to a charter 

school, which will give the school the ability to operate with freedom from many of 

the regulations that apply to traditional public schools. 

 

Bachrodt Conversion Charter, located at 102 Sonora Ave, San Jose, 95110, will 

begin operation in fall 2008.   The benefits of a charter school are the ability to 

offer choice to parents, flexibility in programs and structure, and curriculum and 

programs in specialized areas. Parent involvement will be a key component to the 

infrastructure of the school.  A Two-Way Bilingual (Spanish & English) Immersion 

program will begin with the incoming Kindergarten class and grow year by year. 

Creative Arts and Technology will also be integrated into the core curriculum. 
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Superintendent Don Iglesias commented, ÒSan JosŽ Unified School Dist r ict  

constant ly st r ives for innovat ive ideas and st rategies to increase parental choice 

within our schools.  We are proud and excited about  the creat ion of our own 

charter school.
