The San José Unified School
District projects a reduction for the 2008-2009 school year of $7.2 million from our
unrestricted and categorical program funds. All district employees, parents, students
and community members are invited to attend the rally and show their support in
opposition to the governor's proposed $4.8 billion cut to education to resolve the

state budget deficit crisis.
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
