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San José Unified Receives $6,305,113 Federal Magnet Grant Award 
 

October 17, 2007, San Jose, Ca. Superintendent Don Iglesias will accept a check for 

$6,305,113 representing the Federal Magnet Schools Assistance Award to San Jose Unified at 

the SJUSD Board of Education Meeting, October 18, 2007, 6:30 p.m. 855 Lenzen Ave., San 

Jose, CA 95126.  This coveted award is approximately $2.1M for each of three years, which will 

help create program choices for K-12 students, to bring diverse groups of children together, and 

create new or significantly revised educational programs.  

 

The six San Jose Unified schools that will receive funding from the Federal Magnet Schools 

Assistance Program and the titles revised magnet programs are as follows: 

Walter Bachrodt and Horace Mann Elementary Schools will create Global Communications 

Magnets Through 1. International Languages and Technology (Bachrodt); and 2. International 

Baccalaureate, Languages, and Technology (Mann).   

 Burnett and San Jose High Academies will create Gateway to Learning Clusters Magnets 

Through International Baccalaureate, Pre-engineering, and Multi-lingual Communications.     

Hoover Middle School and Gunderson High School will create Advanced Design Technology 

Magnets in the 1.  Academic, Visual, and Performing Arts (Hoover); and 2.  Arts and Sciences 

(Gunderson).   

 

Upon the announcement of the award, Superintendent Don Iglesias commented, “The Federal 

Magnet grant will provide great opportunity for our students and richness in program offerings.  

Our schools receiving the grant funds will use the money to develop programs that will deepen 

the rigor of learning and expand art, music, technology and engineering.  Many of our students 

face external challenges that can negatively affect their future chances for success.   The Federal 

Magnet Grant will provide opportunity to engage in rich learning and increase odds of a bright 

future for our students."

U.S. Secretary of Education Margaret Spellings reported that $100 million in Magnet School 

grants was awarded.  The grants ranged in size from less that $1 million to more than $3 million.  

She stated that, “When parents have options it empowers them with the ability to decide what’s 

best for their children.”  She also said that, “These grants will help create innovative educational 

programs for students and increase options for parents.” 

 

San Jose Unified is one of 41 grant recipients across the United States.  Other California districts 

receiving awards are ABC Unified, Cerritos; Fresno Unified; Long Beach Unified; Moorpark 

Unified; San Diego Unified; and San Mateo-Foster City. 
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
