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Demographics 

School Safety and Climate for Learning 
Safety 
Implementation of  the Cornerstone Project, the Habits of the Mind and our Getting Along Curriculum make Erikson a very safe place 
for our students.Conflict Managers are available for students to resolve their differences. Staff monitors playground a half an hour be-
fore the start of school and immediately after dismissal. We have crossing guards to help children cross the streets every morning and 
afternoon. Monthly fire drills and regular disaster and earthquake drills are held 

Homework 
Kindergartens through fifth graders are assigned homework Monday through Thursday. All students are required to read for at least 20 
minutes per night with parents signing off their homework form. Homework consists of writing, spelling, math, reading and reports, 
when applicable 

Parental Involvement 
Since research shows that students whose parents are involved in their school achieve higher academically than those whose 
do not, Erikson is conducting many events to increase parent involvement. Erikson has Healthy Start on campus and our own 
counselor on site five days a week who can provide support to parents. 
The School Site Council approves our school plan and budgets annually. Our advisory committee, (SELAC) for second lan-
guage learners, helps students not yet proficient in English feel welcome. 
Our PTA has about 65 members who have helped us build a playground, provide money for field trips, instructional materials, 
and the Lifelab program.

Funding 
The programs at Erikson are funded primarily through School Improvement funds, Title 1 and LEP monies, as well as desegrega-
tion dollars. The City of San Jose funds our Homework Center and a grant from Silicon Valley Foundation funds a staff develop-
ment coordinator, a professional development coach, and an extra reading teacher.

Discipline 
Habits of the Mind and the Getting Along Together curriculums are parts of our program. We also use the Cornerstone Project for build-
ing the 40 developmental assets that students will need in their life. We have a fulltime Outreach Consultant/Counselor who works with 
small groups of students to build resiliency. Courtesy assemblies are held at the beginning of the year by the principal to set the tone 
while sharing expectations and consequences with the student body. Throughout the year, the principal visits each classroom to read a 
book that deals with student issues:  bullying, reporting vs. tattling, how to make friends. In our small school, everyone knows the chil-
dren and is there to support them. 

Resources 
Buildings 
The Erikson Academy facilities are 30 years old. Renovation work for the permanent buildings was completed during the summer of 
2001. Roofing, carpeting, electrical work, heating and air conditioning were modernized. Erikson provides a safe and clean environment 
for learning. The custodial staff includes one day custodian and one full-time night custodian. A new playground structure has been 
installed thanks to the efforts of parents. Students are proud of their school, and the appearance of the school reflects this pride. 

Library 
The Media Center, operated by a half-time Media Specialist and a half-time Library Clerk, is open every day from 10:30 a.m. to 2:00 
p.m. Students are instructed in library skills and the use of the internet for research. Each classroom is scheduled into the library once a 
week but may go and check out books or do work during lunchtime. There are thousands of books in the media center to appeal to all 
students, in both fiction and non-fiction. 

Computers 
There is a computer lab where each teacher may take her class to familiarize them with technology. Every second through fifth grader 
has access to both Accelerated Reader and Accelerated Math as well as word processing, Kid Pix, and other programs. Our computers 
are all from Apple and range from those 7 years old to newly purchased Imacs.

Evaluating/Improving Teachers 
Teacher quality is of paramount importance at Erikson. Teachers meet with the principal several times a year to set individual and 
classroom goals. Three of our staff are mentor teachers to new teachers on our site. Teachers needing extra help may be enrolled in 
additional training courses or be assigned to the Peer Assistance and Review process. 

Staff Development 
There are three staff development days a year. In addition to those, Erikson teachers participate monthly in extending their knowledge. 
We are concentrating on “Making Math Real”, a developmental math program and on looking at student work to determine how to in-
crease learning as we write our Continuous Improvement review document. 
In addition, the teachers at Erikson choose to attend a one-week seminar during the summer focused on the latest research 

Highly Qualified Teachers 
The No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB) requires local educational agencies (LEAs) to report specific data regarding highly qualified 
teachers. As of December of 2003, the State Board of Education (SBE) had not approved a definition for use in reporting data per-
taining to highly qualified teachers. Therefore, the requirement that LEAs include these data will not apply to reports published during 
the 2003-04 school year. The State Board of Education is scheduled to approve a definition for “highly qualified teacher” in 2004. 
Once approved, LEAs will be required to use the definition to provide data on report cards published during the 2004-05 school year.

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Curriculum and Instruction 
Reading and Writing 
The Success for All reading program has been adopted by Erikson Academy with great enthusiasm. Students are grouped for ninety 
minutes a day by reading level, rather than grade level. Thirty percent of first graders, twenty percent of second graders, and ten per-
cent of third graders are tutored one-on-one by qualified tutors. In addition, other students who need assistance are enrolled in the 
extended day program in either reading, writing, or math for a twelve-week session. In addition, Accelerated Reader provides additional 
reading opportunities. 

Math 
Erikson uses the District adopted math texts and teachers teach to the standards pertaining to their grade levels. In addition, the Erik-
son staff is working monthly with David Berg of “Making Math Real”—an excellent developmental math program for our students. Accel-
erated Math provides additional math opportunities. The extended day program runs twelve-week sessions for those students who 
need additional support. 

Specialized Programs 
GATE 
Our students, including our GATE students are educated in the regular classroom by teachers differentiating the curriculum. In addition, 
students are grouped for reading by ability reading level rather than grade level. 

Special Education Staff 
Full-time resource and speech and language specialists assist special education students. We have Student Success Teams made up 
of teachers, resource teachers, and a counselor. The teams meet with the families of children who may need speech therapy, who 
have a suspected learning disability, attendance difficulties or whose behavior interrupts learning. A full-time counselor and part-time 
nurse are available to students as is the Healthy Start facility on campus. 

English Learners 
Approximately one third of the students are English Learners from many diverse backgrounds and ethnicities. They are supported by 
the staff through English Language Development every day, as well as by the Bilingual Resource teacher. In addition, the Extended 
Day program, Homework Center, and one-on-one tutoring programs provide additional support for our students. 

Teacher Assignment 
Erikson has had a very stable staff with few changes. We were fortunate to have student teachers from National and Santa Clara Uni-
versity work alongside our staff. 

Substitute Teachers 
We have been fortunate to have qualified substitutes when needed. When we cannot find a substitute for a class, the principal, Suc-
cess for All facilitator, or other resource teachers will teach the class.   

Counselors and other support staff 
We have a fulltime counselor and resource specialist. Our psychologist, nurse and speech and language specialists are part time. 
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Instructional Minutes 
 
The California Education Code establishes the required number of instructional minutes 
per year for each grade. Data reported compares the number of instructional minutes 
offered at the school level to the state requirement for each grade. The number of minutes 
shown here does not take into consideration pupil free days, minimum days or shortened 
days that are used for parent/teacher conferences or testing. Erikson had no minimum 
days during the 2002-2003 school year. 

Science 
Erikson Academy has a wonderful large Lifelab (garden) with a full-time consultant and a part-time assistant who instruct every first 
through fifth grader once a week for science. In addition, the teachers use the science standards when building their lessons and units. 
Many units are integrated and thematic. In addition, the District-adopted series is Harcourt Science and is available and used by the 
staff. Students are taken on various field trips as an extension of a science lesson. Hands on learning is the preferred major method of 
teaching science concepts. 

Social Studies 
At Erikson, we believe in integrated thematic units where curriculums are blended to produce an exciting lesson for students. Using 
both the District adopted textbooks and standards, many social studies units are integrated with writing, reading, science, and even 
math. Upper grade students are required to either do a project or report during the year to show they have mastered the subject matter. 
The use of the library and the internet is encouraged to find information needed. 

Textbooks 
Erikson’s curriculum includes all recent adoptions of curricular material from the District. In addition, students have access to hundreds 
of copies of trade books and thousands of books for the Accelerated Reader Program. We have enough books for all students in every 
area for every grade. New Social Studies textbooks were adopted in 2000-2001 and science textbooks were adopted in 2001-2002. 
Sufficient time is provided in class so that student use of textbooks is limited to the classroom unless specific arrangements are made.
