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School Safety and Climate for Learning

Safety and Safety Plan

Peter Burnett Academy’s safety plan was last reviewed and update in August 2004. In September 2004, the school safety plan was
reviewed with the faculty as well as the school site committee. Each school year the plan is reviewed and updated.

Safety

Peter Burnett is a closed campus, uniform school. Peter Burnett has a safety committee consisting of certificated and classified repre-
sentatives from the school. This committee develops and monitors the school safety plan. Yearly, the school safety plan is reviewed,
revised and approved by the entire staff. The safety plan is practiced by students and staff throughout the year.

Facilities

Thanks to our voting community, Peter Burnett has just recently completed an extensive facilities and grounds remodeling project. As a
result of two bond measures passed by our community, the remodeling projects include air conditioning in all classrooms, technology
upgrades for current and future technology expansions, new floors, paint, pavement and a beautiful “curb appeal” fronting. We are a
litter-free school with an extensive recycling program that is a component of our International Baccalaureate Program.

Maintenance

San José Unified takes great efforts to make sure all of its schools are clean, safe, and functional. The District's maintenance staff
works to ensure that all necessary repairs are made to keep schools in good condition and in working order. A work order process is
used to make certain that repairs are done in a timely and efficient manner. Emergency repairs are given the highest priority and those
requests are usually handled the day they are received. Restrooms at all schools are fully operational. Work order requests to repair
restrooms are given a number one priority.

The District has adopted cleaning standards for all schools in the District. The principal works daily with the custodial staff to develop
cleaning schedules and to ensure a clean and safe school. A copy of the cleaning standards is available upon request by calling
the Maintenance Department at (408) 535-6200.

Deferred Maintenance Budget

The district participates in the State School Deferred Maintenance Program, which provides state matching funds on a dollar-for-dollar
basis, to assist school districts with expenditures for major repair or replacement of existing school building components. Typically, this
includes roofing, plumbing, heating, air conditioning, electrical systems, interior or exterior painting, and floor systems. In the 2004-05
school year, the district deposited $1,322,354 into the deferred maintenance program. This is equivalent to 0.5% of the district's gen-
eral fund budget. Expenditures in this fund are made according to the District's five year plan, which is developed in coordination with
the Measure F bond program. It is anticipated that $1,155,000 will be expended on deferred maintenance projects during the 2004-
2005 school year.

Deferred Maintenance and Modernization Projects.

In 1997 voters in San José Unified passed Measure C — a $165 million bond measure that began modernization projects in the district’s
48 schools. To continue and expand these renovations, voters once again voted to approve a $423 million bond measure in March of
2002 — Measure F. When Measure F is completed, San José Unified will have some of the finest facilities in the state of California. A
Citizens' Bond Oversight Committee was appointed by the Board of Education to ensure that the bond funds are spent properly. School
by school projects targeted to be funded by Measure F are available on the District's website, www.sjusd.k12.ca.us, and at each school
site.

Homework

Teachers assign homework on a regular basis. Homework is assigned as an extension of the classroom learning program and is a
critical component of classroom success. Parents can expect 30 minutes of homework for our core (Language Arts, Humanities, Math
and Science) academic subjects each day. In order to support our students in completing and understanding homework assignments,
we offer a homework center that is open daily before school, lunch, and three times per week after school.

Discipline

Peter Burnett has a school-wide discipline policy that was created by representatives from all school stakeholders. This policy is re-
viewed with students and parents throughout the school year in newsletters and during assemblies. The policy is printed in the student
Binder Reminder. Peter Burnett has implemented the PeaceBuilders program to enhance the discipline policy and create a conducive

learning environment. This program has six principles that aim to make students aware of their positive behaviors and highlights re-
spect for self and others.

Staff Development.

Over the past three years, Peter Burnett teachers and administrators have received extensive training in the following: Direct Instruc-
tion, COMP (Classroom Organization and Management), Understanding by Design backward mapping lesson planning, ELD training in
addition to training in support of our International Baccalaureate program. Peter Burnett spent a total of 5 days on Professional Devel-
opment during the 2003-2004 school year primarily focused on Backward Curriculum Mapping, SDAIE teaching strategies, and Cornell
Note-Taking. Trainings were done in the summer before school was in session and on Saturdays. Peter Burnett Teachers were given
several opportunities throughout the year to revisit the training through Departmental and Grade level meetings.

Teacher Assignment

Teachers are assigned by credential and professional authorizations and areas of expertise.

Substitute Teachers

Substitute teachers are assigned when the regular teacher is not in class. Substitutes are available through the District Substitute sys-

tem.
Leadership Team

The school Curriculum Steering Committee serves as the staff representative body for curricular ideas and staff development planning.
The instructional staff as a whole meets on a regular basis to go over school business and review and implement various components

of the school plan.

Specialized Programs
GATE

GATE students’ needs are met in the regular classroom through differentiated program instruction. The GATE Committee meets five
times per year to review and approve the GATE plan and to provide input and receive trainings on the needs of the GATE students.

Special Education

The Special Education Program is provided by two full-time Special Education teachers and two full-time resource teachers, supported
by instructional associates. The teachers meet on a regular basis to discuss student needs and are supported by a variety of district
resources and personnel. All identified special education students have opportunities to participate in mainstream programs.

At-risk students

At risk students are monitored throughout the year. Teachers are encouraged to initiate a Student Study Team (SST) Plan for students
at risk. At risk students and their parents are invited to attend “Academic Success Night” where parents are made aware that their child
is at risk of not being promoted to the next grade. Parents and at risk students are encouraged to ‘tap’ into all available resources to
ensure promotion onto the next appropriate grade. At risk students are mandated to attend summer school as an intervention as well.

English language learners

The English Language Learner Program consists of beginning, intermediate and advanced classes in English Development. Students
who indicate that another language other than English is spoken in the home are assessed and placed in the appropriate classes. Iden-
tified students are also assessed in language proficiency by the CELDT test.

Students with disabilities

Burnett is staffed by two Special Education Teachers and two Resource Specialist Teachers. Students with identified learning disabili-
ties have full access to the core-curriculum and related programs, i.e. After School All Stars.

After-school programs

Burnett Academy'’s state recognized award-winning program runs five days a week from 2:15 p.m. — 5:00 p.m. We currently have over
150 students participating in the program along with an extensive wait list. The program includes a one-hour tutorial combined with a
variety of enrichment activities and clubs. We are fortunate to have the After School All Stars Inc. as our supportive partner.

Tutoring

Besides the After School All Stars tutorial programs, Burnett provides two Saturday Math Academy sessions for “at-risk” students;
classroom tutorial services provided by the categorical programs. The majority of out staff always have students in the classrooms
before and after school receiving academic assistance. Our tutorial services also extend into our lunch program.
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Curriculum and Instruction

Reading and Writing

All students reading achievement is monitored and assessed through the schoolwide Accelerated Reader Program. Writing is sup-
ported schoolwide by all subject areas. Our students take four schoolwide practice writing assessments, which are graded by all teach-
ers and staff and returned to students for rewrites if needed. This is done in support of the state writing examinations that take place in
March.

Math

The core Math program focuses on acquiring and improving computational skills and improving problem-solving abilities. All math
teachers have received specialized training on implementing the new State adopted textbooks and have been trained in Larson’s Math,
our new math program that utilizes the computer lab to enhance and reinforce math skills.

Science

Sixth grade students study Earth Science that includes geography and climate. Seventh grade students study Life Sciences that in-
clude the hiological studies of humans, plants and animals. Eighth grade students study Physical Science that includes Physics, Chem-
istry and Astronomy. All Science classes are standards based and students are assessed on the acquisition of standards.

Social Studies

Our Humanities (Social Studies) program emphasizes the learning and acquisition of skills and knowledge. We expect our students to
receive a rich Humanities curriculum that allows them to make connections between the past and present.

Textbooks

Out textbook are current and State and District adopted. Each student was issued a textbook in all Core Academic Subjects to take
home. Each Core teacher has a class set of books in the classroom to be used on a daily basis. Our current years of adoption are as
follows: Social Studies, 2000-2001; Science, 2001-2002; Mathematics, 2002-2003; and Language Arts, 2003-2004. All textbooks used
by student are in good condition.
