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School Safety and Climate for Learning 
Safety and Safety Plan 
The staff monitors school grounds 45 minutes before 0 period starts in the morning and monitors until 5 pm in the afternoon. We have a 
closed campus where all visitors must register with the office. We hold monthly fire drills and have earthquake and disaster drills at 
least twice a year. The PTA has provided each classroom with a safety kit for emergencies. Our school safety plan is reviewed each 
year by the administration and staff. Students wear a school uniform to encourage safe behavior and academic success at school. 
The school disaster plan is updated annually, and the American Red Cross houses supplies on site for emergency purposes. The Cas-
tillero Community Education Foundation has developed a school beautification plan for the grounds and is implementing the plan in 
stages. 

Facilities 
Castillero is a twenty-six year old enclosed building with seven additional portables, and the entire site encompasses 19, 000 square 
feet. The school is well maintained. Recent renovations include new paint inside and out, a new heating and ventilating system and a 
complete retrofit of the lighting, inside and out. Preventative maintenance is completed on an annual cycle with the district. Classrooms 
are clean twice a weekly thoroughly and checked nightly. Restrooms are cleaned and maintained several times a day. Our grounds 
man is on site two and one half days a week. 

Maintenance 
San José Unified takes great efforts to make sure all of its schools are clean, safe, and functional. The District’s maintenance staff 
works to ensure that all necessary repairs are made to keep schools in good condition and in working order. A work order process is 
used to make certain that repairs are done in a timely and efficient manner. Emergency repairs are given the highest priority and those 
requests are usually handled the day they are received. Restrooms at all schools are fully operational. Work order requests to repair 
restrooms are given a number one priority. 
The District has adopted cleaning standards for all schools in the District. The principal works daily with the custodial staff to develop 
cleaning schedules and to ensure a clean and safe school. A copy of the cleaning standards is available upon request by calling 
the Maintenance Department at (408) 535-6200. 

Deferred Maintenance Budget  
The district participates in the State School Deferred Maintenance Program, which provides state matching funds on a dollar-for-dollar 
basis, to assist school districts with expenditures for major repair or replacement of existing school building components. Typically, this 
includes roofing, plumbing, heating, air conditioning, electrical systems, interior or exterior painting, and floor systems. In the 2004-05 
school year, the district deposited $1,322,354 into the deferred maintenance program. This is equivalent to 0.5% of the district's gen-
eral fund budget. Expenditures in this fund are made according to the District's five year plan, which is developed in coordination with 
the Measure F bond program. It is anticipated that $1,155,000 will be expended on deferred maintenance projects during the 2004-
2005 school year. 

Deferred Maintenance and Modernization Projects. 
In 1997 voters in San José Unified passed Measure C – a $165 million bond measure that began modernization projects in the district’s 
48 schools. To continue and expand these renovations, voters once again voted to approve a $423 million bond measure in March of 
2002 – Measure F. When Measure F is completed, San José Unified will have some of the finest facilities in the state of California. A 
Citizens’ Bond Oversight Committee was appointed by the Board of Education to ensure that the bond funds are spent properly. School 
by school projects targeted to be funded by Measure F are available on the District’s website, www.sjusd.k12.ca.us, and at each school 
site.   

Homework 
Students are assigned homework at least four days a week. Homework can include a variety of assignments such as reading, book 
reports, research written reports and projects. To assist students, teachers record assignments on the homework hotline and students 
are required to write their assignments in their binder reminder. Homework club is held each morning and afternoon in the media center 
and staffed by teachers and a bi-lingual aide. In addition, there is a math club in the morning staffed by volunteer parents. 
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Suspensions and Expulsions 
Data reported are the total number of incidents where a student was 
suspended or expelled from school and the school’s rates of suspension or 
expulsion.

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Curriculum and Instruction 
Reading and Writing 
Castillero prides itself in reading and writing across curricular areas. To enhance reading, a Sequoia Reading lab and a SRA lab helps 
those who are underachieving. In 6th grade, reading is half the social studies program. Each student is involved in the Accelerated 
Reader (AR) program and a Sustained Silent Reading (SSR) period is held each day after lunch. 2001-2002 one study skills class was 
taught each semester. 

Math 
The mathematics department works closely together to provide a strong program that ranges from grade level math through geometry. 
A math lab was taught as a class in the spring that helped those students that were having trouble. In addition, math assistance is 
available in the homework center before and after school. 

Science 
Laboratory science is taught at each grade level for one half the school year. In the 8th grade there is one full year class available by 
choice to students. Three full time and two part time teachers make up the science department. A new adoption for science has en-
abled teachers to make the transition to standards based instruction. 

Social Studies 
Social studies provide a standards based instruction program. Enhance activities include a Renaissance Faire and a reenactment of 
the Civil War. Optional trips to the Gold Country and Washington D.C. are available to students. 

Textbooks  
All textbook adoptions are current with the state adoption cycle, and the language arts, social studies and math classrooms house a set 
of student texts in addition to the textbooks that are assigned to each student in these subjects. With the new math adoption in 2002, 
the students will have additional texts in these classrooms. 
All students have access to a class set of books and a book at home in their core instructional academic area.
